Teacher Helps:

Make sure your child(ren) understand that there is a difference between words that we use for boys and
words that we use for girls. For example, in the story we use the word pequefio for little because Chichi the
dog isamale. Noticein the vocabulary we have given you both the masculine and feminine. The different
activities also stress this. Y our goa isnot to drill the vocabulary, but for the child to understand the
difference between masculine and feminine words. The vocabulary is repeated in future lessons, therefore
drilling is not necessary.

Cultural Note:

In Latin America people prefer to say | call myself, me llamo, instead of saying My nameis, mi nombre es,
aswewould in English. Thisisagood example of why direct literal trandation is not very effective.
